· We have an auditor from National Centre visiting us on the 3rd May. 
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Health & Safety 
· Following on from the accident that one of our members had in the toilet, we have checked with National Centre to see if there is a set time delay that should be on the automatic doors. Having looked into this they say that there is no set time. Ours are currently all set at 18 seconds and the committee felt that this was sufficient time. If any members have a problem with the doors they should be escorted to the toilet.




 All agreed
· The cleaning firm have confirmed that they are not allowed to clean any body fluids; any accidents at the centre should be cleaned by the employee from care division. As we are closed next week, but the cleaners are still in, it was suggested that we ask them to do a deep clean and KB would advise of any specific areas that needed special attention. 

· Last week ‘watchdog’ were investigating a problem with a certain washing machine, the same model that is used at the centre. The machine will not wash at a higher temperature than 60, which is not hot enough to destroy all bacteria. They were testing items that had been washed and they still had ecoli on them. It was decided that KB would look into the cost of a new machine. 

Secretary

· Jacqui Buckley, our LSDO, has decided to go part time. National Centre have decided to rearrange the areas that the LSDO’s cover and are advertising for another LSDO who will cover part of Dorset, Hants and Isle of Wight. We will therefore be getting a new LSDO in July.
