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Previous minutes 
· The minutes were read and duly signed
Treasurers Report 
· Report attached. All the expenditure and accounting records were approved by the committee. 

· We were audited last week and a couple of points were brought to our attention. The minutes must state that the committee have approved all money spent. This is the committees control over the branch spending. The auditor said we were the best branch that she had audited. 

Health & Safety 
· Andy Grant is coming to see KB on the 25th June to set up the Health and Safety checklists for events and outings. 

· We have had a slight problem with ants in the Centre, after speaking to the cooks it has been decided that we should move everything off of the kitchen floor onto the shelves. In order to do this Kay asked if we could get rid of the 3 urns on the shelf as they have not been used for many years. 
All agreed. 

Secretary 
· The annual member’s survey is due to be sent out soon, it was decided that we should concentrate on what extra activities the members would like in the new Arts and Crafts room. KB will type up a survey form for the committee to approve and it will be sent out in the next newsletter at the end of July. Once the craft room is finished we will arrange a grand opening and invite National Centre, Mr & Mrs Rushton, local MP and the Vicar.
· The floor scrubber that we purchased 18 months ago is no longer used and is taking up room. Nova have offered us £600, all agreed to sell. MW suggested that we ask for 1 month free cleaning instead of the £600 all agreed for TW to ask.
· The hot water heater currently being stored in the transport office is now in the way. The committee will think about options for next meeting. 

Fundraising 
· The branch is currently one of the charities being voted for at Waitrose in Winton, KB is to visit the store to see how we are doing and to remind everyone to visit and vote for us.

· The Spring Fayre raised £1,200.
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· We have a cake stall at the branch this week raising money for Cake Break; we took £100 on the first day.

· The outing to Monkey World was a good day, as we didn’t use all the money from Barclays we are hoping to arrange another outing on the Swanage steam railway on the 8th June. 

· Sainsbury’s are asking their customers to nominate a local charity to be their charity of the year. We have lots of nomination forms at the Centre for everyone to complete.

· The Teddy Bear stall is on the 22nd – 24th June we are still looking for more volunteers to help for 2 hours.

· Dave Thompson has asked if he could spend £50-£60 to replace the sashes worn on collections with bibs, and if he could order some pens and wrist bands to sell at MateS and other meetings. All Agreed. (Monika to check that he is allowed to sell these at a profit.)
· A friend of Dawn’s is going to do a parachute jump in May and ¼ of the funds raised will be coming to the branch. Another of her friends is going to walk from Exeter to Poole to raise funds for the branch, she is looking for people to join her on a part of the walk.
MS Support 
· The CAB is a popular addition to the support team and is proving to be a very worthwhile service to all with MS. The latest report shows that they have saved our members £60,000. We have received a lot of thanks for providing this service and it is getting new people into the branch. The results will be put in the next newsletter and on the notice board. All agreed to continue with the service.

· Our counsellor, Barbara Houston, has been reasonably busy but we are keen to further promote this service.

· National Centre has introduced a new support grant for respite care and activities. JL will put an article in the next newsletter to promote this. 

Transport 
· The new bus has arrived and the old one has been given to a local charity. We are still waiting for the front seats to be changed on both of the new buses. 
· JA is going to put an article in the local press asking for volunteer drivers. We have a new driver starting next week.

· The pope-mobile is going in of its MOT this week. TW asked if we should think about replacing this vehicle as it’s getting very old. Transport did not think it was worth replacing as it is not used very often.

· JA and DW are to remind drivers that they should be getting fuel for the buses at the cheapest place on their route.
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Statutory Liaison 
· TW and DG attended a meeting with Access Dorset and we are now partners. They will be advertising our services and link up with our website. Access Dorset are starting to review the gym facilities available in Dorset.
Carers
· Only 4 people attended the May meeting. Angela will think about making the meetings bi monthly in the future. 

Physio 
· TW has asked the physio team to look at the number of people attending each day. There days when people have been turned away as there have been too many wanting the service, but other days are quiet. They will look at people who come in on all three days and give them a day when they are guaranteed a place and on the other days they will get a place if available. 

AOB 
· TW has organised a rock band “Wonky Donkeys” to do a concert in the garden at the Centre on the 30th July at 2.00. Tickets will be £5 and open to members and their families and friends. It will be limited to 50-70 people and a letter will be sent to our neighbours to let them know.

· We have a few BBQ’s planned at the Centre this summer it was suggested that we get the builders to build one in the garden. JA to look into the cost of BBQ’s.

· Iris Manning has been asked by a member to do Reiki at the Centre. TW has advised her that she will need to complete a CRB check and Health and Safety risk assessments.

· Kay is on holiday during the week 27th June, JA has agreed to unlock the Centre each day, DW will lock the Centre and check the coffee machine. BB will do the washing and let the Band in on Thursday evening.

· It has been brought to our attention that some of our members are being treated a bit rough when being moved around in wheelchairs. On several occasions their feet have been bumped on doors and tables. Kay to phone Mary at care division, and ask her to have a quiet word with their staff.
· Poole no longer has free parking for Blue Badge holders. This could possibly be introduced in more places in Dorset. A notice will be put in the next newsletter reminding everyone to check where they normally park to see if it has changed. 

· The new craft room extension is going well. The flooring may not be down in time for the Garden Party but we can use it without this. The builders have mentioned that the flat roof above the washroom and passage by the 
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hairdressing salon is not running in the right direction and we may have problems if it is not corrected and we may need an extra soak away. It will cost in the region of £3,000. Proposed by BB seconded by JA.
All agreed for it to be done now. 
· AB suggested we should think about having a sink fitted in the new craft room. BB to talk to the builders.
